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OKLAHOMA NATIONAL GUARD 
EDUCATIONAL ASSISTANCE PROGRAM (EAP) 

Senate Bill 1418 passed in 2022 created the Oklahoma National
Guard Educational Assistance Program (EAP). 

This program replaced the previous Oklahoma National Guard 
Tuition Waiver program. 

The new program provides expanded educational benefits,
including: coverage for tuition, mandatory fees, and academic 
service fees. 



   

  

   
 

EAP ELIGIBILITY (KEY REQUIREMENTS) 
Initial Eligibility: 

Current member of the Oklahoma National Guard (Guard) in good
standing as determined by the Guard; 
High school diploma or have completed the General Educational
Development (GED) requirements; and 
Admitted to and enrolled in an institution of higher education within the
Oklahoma State System. 

Continued Eligibility: 
Must maintain a minimum grade point average of 2.0. 
Maintain good academic standing and satisfactory academic progress
according to the standards of the Oklahoma educational institution in 
which the member is enrolled, including meeting retention and degree 
completion requirements. 



 

    

    

    

EAP AWARD LIMITATIONS 
Assistance can only be used to obtain a degree higher than the
service member currently holds, up to a master’s degree. 

Assistance for each semester is capped at 18 credit hours per 
semester. 

Assistance for associate/baccalaureate degree limited to 120 credit
hours or completion of degree requirements, whichever comes first. 

Assistance for graduate program (Master's degree) limited to 40
credit hours or completion of degree requirements, whichever comes 
first. 

Assistance is not available for summer semester.

O-Safe is a secure access file exchange system used to keep
Personally Identifiable Information (PII) secure for all our state 
programs. 
Key Features: 

• Allows OSRHE to exchange sensitive data securely with external 
entities such as colleges, universities, and other organizations. 

• Compliance with data security regulations (FERPA) 
• Secure file transfers through an encrypted channel

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CERTIFICATION FROM OK NATIONAL 
GUARD 
Each semester, the Oklahoma National Guard populates institutional certifications 
with eligible service members. 

Name Formatting: Ensure names are presented in the correct format. The 
preferred formats are "Last Name, First Name MI" or "Last Name, First Name". 
SSN Verification: Check that the last four digits of the Social Security Number
on the certification match the ones on file. If you notice a discrepancy, correct it. 

Comment Field: If there are any corrections to the SSN, document these in the comment 
field. 

Tracking EAP Hours: OSRHE uses the combined information of name and SSN 
as identifiers to track the usage of undergraduate and graduate EAP hours by
each service member. 
Please note, it is important not to add or remove students from the
certification. Concurrent high school students are not eligible for this 
process.

INSTITUTIONAL CERTIFICATION 
Provide Email Address(es): provide email addresses of 
scholarship coordinators who should receive notifications 
regarding payment. 
Identify the Coordinator: Provide the name and contact 
number of the coordinator who completed the certification, so 
we can reach out directly if there are any questions or 
clarifications needed. 
Check Degree Program: Service members must be enrolled in 
an associate, bachelor, or master degree program to qualify. 

Non-degree, professional degrees, certificates, or second-degree-
seeking students are not eligible for the benefit. 
At the graduate level, the benefit can only be used for master’s 
degrees. 



 
    

  
 

  

     
 

   
  

   

  

   

INSTITUTIONAL CERTIFICATION 
Check GPA Requirement: A cumulative GPA of 2.0 or higher must be 
maintained by service members. Exceptions are made for those 
receiving the benefit for the first time. 

Please provide the GPA as a numerical value. 
If a service member does not yet have a GPA, leave the Cumulative GPA field 

blank and note "new student" in the Comment column for clarification. 
Report Credit Hours: Do not report more than 18 total semester 
credit hours. 
Report Tuition and Fees: Do not to report tuition and fee amounts in 
excess of 18 credit hours. 
For detailed breakdowns of tuition and fees, please refer to the 
following resources:

The "Tuition and Fee Rate Booklet" provides comprehensive breakdowns of 
expected costs.
The Policy Manual (pages 57-58) defines "tuition," "mandatory fees," and

ADJUSTMENTS TO DISBURSEMENT 

When submitting your subsequent certification form, include a 
numeric identifier in the file name for ease of tracking. 

Example: ONG_OU_Sp 23_2 
Only provide the adjustment to credit hours, tuition, and fees, 
indicating either an increase or decrease as appropriate. 
Mark the adjustment field with a ‘Y’, if the service member’s 
information was previously included on a certification for the 
semester.
